Approval of Agenda

- Paul Hosner moved to approve the agenda and Mike Bartlett seconded the motion. The agenda was approved.

Approval of Minutes
 - Minutes for the June 28, 2022 meeting were presented for approval. Marc Van Hoogstraat moved to approve the minutes and Gerard Wrobel seconded the motion. The minutes were approved.
Treasurers Report

- Paul Hosner reported no changes to the account balances from the June meeting. 
Board of Director Resignation

- Wayne Hodges accepted the resignation of Board member Paul Hosner and thanked Paul for his service to the Association. Wayne quoted the section of the by-laws identifying the President's responsibility to name the replacement of open Board seats for the remainder of the seat term. Wayne nominated Jeff Strong and asked Jeff to relay some background for the members. Jeff indicated living on the lake since 2014 on property that has been in his wife's family since 1949. Jeff had spent 25 years with the Troy Police Department and is now pursuing real estate work. 

Board Officer Elections.

- Nominations for Officer positions were opened.

Jeff Banaszynski nominated Wayne Hodges for President, Michael Bartlett seconded the nomination and Wayne accepted.

Tom Maliszewski nominated Gerard Wrobel for vice-President,  Gerard accepted.

Marc Van Hoogstraat nominated Jeff Banaszynski for Secretary and Jeff accepted.

Wayne Hodges nominated Mike Bartlett for Treasurer and Mike accepted.

All nominated Officer positions were approved for terms of one year.

Mechanical Harvesting Update 
- Jeff Banaszynski reported the harvesting season had started on June 10 and ran through August 23 when the harvester was pulled and all equipment was moved to the winter storage site. Jeff indicated that the employees were heading back to school and harvesting was restricted for a week following the August 15th chemical application.  Additionally the harvester had developed a noise in the hydraulic system requiring investigation. Jeff stated that he would provide season activity totals at the next meeting and indicated the need to find off-load sites going forward. Properties on the North side of Gravel Ridge were investigated and ruled out based on inability to get the harvester to them. Paul Hosner asked about the North side of his property.
2022 Chemical Weed Treatment 

- Wayne Hodges referenced the August 15th application and stated that this was the third year for the use of Procella COR which has essentially eliminated milfoil in the lake. Plans for next year would be based future survey results.

Marine Patrol
- Gerard Wrobel reported collections totaled $5853.80 and that he expected police re-imbursements of $683. No bill had been received at this point. Wayne Hodges indicated that Oakland county had spent $50,000 on marine patrols for other lakes this summer and suggested asking for funding for Lakeville Lake. The request would go through the Commissioner who is also chairs our Lake Improvement Board. Oakland County has equipment that is idled due to lack of funding. Mike Bartlett moved to have the Board send a request for funding to the Commissioner and to the Lake Improvement Board. Jeff Banaszynski seconded the motion. Wayne offered to draft a request. Ernest Kurschat asked about the level of patrol coverage and indicated that he did not want more coverage. Questions were raised about matching patrol times with lake activity times.
 Public Forum
- Ernest Kurschat, 582 Lakeville Rd, indicated that he wanted to list his properties on Air B&B but was having trouble with the Township obtaining permits. He also asked about adjusting the jet ski hours of operation and was told they were designated by the State.

- Jeff Steenbergh, 1575 Rochester Rd stated he had a patch of weeds develop in front of his property and asked if anyone could identify them. Jeff Banaszynski offered to look. 
Marc Van Hoogstraat moved to adjourn. Gerard Wrobel seconded the motion. The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
